Asphalt R & R Syllabus

Time: 40 hours

Maximum Class Size: 12

Prerequisites: None

Course Description: Asphalt is the pavement choice for most U.S. roads and runways today. The
Construction Craft Laborer is a contributing factor to the safe travel of Americans across the
country. This course will empower the participant with the skills for placing, removing, and
patching asphalt surfaces, the safe procedures for working with asphalt, and using the tools
needed for asphalt scopes of work.

e Describe 2 —4 industry uses for asphalt
e Describe 2 — 4 hazards of working with asphalt and give at least 1 control measure for each

e Describe 1-2 methods of shoveling specific to asphalt work
e Describe the best practices for using a rake / lute
e Safely and efficiently start and operate a plate compactor
e Safely and efficiently connect, light, and use a propane torch
e Demonstrate the proper hand signals for dumping asphalt
